• Discuss and explore how we relate to these vocations

God calls all of us to be a place where his Son is revealed and it is good to take time to consider where we are in 

relationship with him: 

 

• Confirming us in the place where we are 

• Drawing us on to a change of mind or heart 

• Leading us to a new occupation or location. 

• Preparing us for changes ahead 

• Asking us to see the places we live, work, study and pray changed for the sake of God’s Kingdom
