Changes in copyright law for Third Sector and not-for-profit organisations
Diocesan Secretary, Julian Hills is warning churches that changes are about to take place regarding licence requirements for music played from Sound Recordings. These new changes will come into effect from the 1st April 2010. 
How these rights are to be administered to the church across the UK has yet to be decided. In the meantime Julian recommends that church officers consult with CCLI (Christian Copyright Licensing International) to ensure they comply with the law over their own particular circumstances
