Listed Places of Worship Grant scheme
The Listed Places of Worship Grant scheme has brought a huge amount of respite from VAT for many listed churches in Canterbury Diocese and in the Church of England. There is a danger that it might not be renewed when it comes to the end of its current legal life on 31 March 2011. It has been extended several times in the past but there are real concerns this time around
The Church of England has recently produced a sample letter for those who want to support the campaign to ensure the scheme's continuation. The letter is designed to act as a helpful template for people to use to write to their sitting MP and/or parliamentary candidates before the general election in the hope of getting them to support the Scheme's continuation.
