Sent to the Church Commissioners to
prepare and publish the draft

Letter and draft Proposals sent to the interested
parties i.e. all clergy (stipendiary and SSMs), PCC
secretaries, Patrons, Area Dean, Lay Chair,
Archdeacon.

PCC secretary to let the Diocesan M&M
Committee have their comments on the draft
Proposals.

All churches have to put up a church door notice
and the draft Scheme/Order has to be available
