	Give each table group a brand-new shirt that has been taken out of its packaging and tell them that the first group to bring back a properly folded shirt with all its pins and clips in place, and put back in its original packaging, is the winner. Also tell them that if they want any help they should come up and ask for it. When the first two people do come up for help, direct them outside, where they will find the help, they are looking for (a team member ready to give them a properly folded shirt in its bag). Tell them to bring it back to the up-front leader. Moral: wisdom is knowing when to ask for help!

	Ask people to talk about what they think wisdom is, and what it means to be wise. Then feed back. During feed-back, use the following quote if appropriate: “Knowledge is knowing that the tomato is a fruit. Wisdom is not putting it in a fruit salad!”

	
	
	Goals and Misses! (Wise and unwise decisions)
	8 min

	
	
	Get people within their table groups to think about ways in which they have either been wise or unwise. Ask people to write down their wise or unwise decisions on football-shaped post-it notes and bring them up to a notice board with a ‘goalie net’ drawn on to it. Wise decisions (goals) go in the net. Unwise decisions (misses) are stuck around the goal, but not in it. Then feedback, perhaps mentioning that wise decisions help us to live a stable life, while unwise ones can make us feel like we are caught and being thrown about in a storm etc.

	
	
	Talk (Loosely based on James 1:5-6)

	Lay a long line of coloured tape on the floor – enough for your congregation to stand along. Explain that one end of the tape is ‘very hard’ and the other end of the tape is ‘very easily’. Ask people to stand where they would put themselves on this line, in answer to the question, “How easily do we ask God for help with the little things in life?” You might have to give a couple of examples. Once people have moved, get feedback.

	Ask table groups to now discuss how easily they ask for help in the serious situations? Then take some more feedback.

	Pray a general prayer over the Post-It note prayers. Then mention that we are still happy to pray for people, even though the service has finished.
